Esperanza 
learning that she 
is on her own 

and she is not a 
queen anymore.

Esperanza's 
mother falls ill 
due to a dust 

storm and this 
forces 

Esperanza to be 
stronger and 

work harder to 
raise funds for 

Abuelita.

Esperanza 
meets strikers 
that have been 
shunned from 

their camps and 
they were 

hungary and 
Esperanza gave 
them beans and 
caramels, this 

event led 
Esperanza to 
actually take 
care of those 

who are poorer.

Esperanza and 
Miguel have a 

fight and 
Miguel leaves 
the American 

work camp with 
Esperanza 

money. This 
leads to 

Esperanza 
feeling dislike 

towards Miguel 
and she is 

disappointed.

Miguel 
comes back 

with Abuelita 
and this 
leads to 

Esperanza 
becoming 

happy, 
restoring 
trust and 

admiration 
towards 

Miguel, and 
Mama 

healing from 
valley fever. 

Also this 
leads to 

Esperanza's 
life to take a 
happy turn.
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
