WHY SOCIAL DANCE? 
Seventh grade is a good time for children to gain the social skills needed to confidently 
participate in family weddings, bar and bat mitzvahs, and school dances.  Social dance 
lessons are considered a rite of passage in some schools, and many parents remember 
attending similar lessons when they were younger. 
 
WHAT WILL THE CLASSES BE LIKE? 
The majority of each lesson will be devoted to learning partnered dances such as swing, 
salsa, tango, meringue and more.  Most classes will include a few minutes of non-
partnered dancing to contemporary line dances such as the Cha-Cha Slide and Cupid 
Shuffle.  Social etiquette is also taught, such as how to ask for a dance and how to escort 
your partner to and from the dance floor.  Students do not choose their own dance 
partners; instead they are constantly rotating throughout the room so that they have an 
opportunity to dance with everyone and no one is left out.  
 
The students are expected to behave like proper ladies and gentlemen and follow the rules 
of the class.  Anyone whose behavior reflects a potential for interfering with the success of 
the program, in the opinion of the class moderators, will be asked to leave the program.  
Fees are non-refundable for students asked to leave the program. 
 
 
HOW DO I ENROLL MY CHILD? 
A response form is attached to this e-mail.  Responses and the fee of $80 are due on 
October 30, 2009. 
 
WHAT IS APPROPRIATE ATTIRE? 
Dress shoes must be worn; sneakers and flip-flops are not allowed.  Gentlemen should 
wear slacks, dress shirts and a tie; ladies wear a dress or skirt, no strapless or spaghetti 
straps, please.  No jeans, athletic wear, or pajama pants.  Students who are not dressed 
appropriately may be asked to go home and change.
